Dear Coach,

We are happy to invite you to enter the 19th annual McQuaid Invitational Cross-Country

Meet, which has been approved by the National Federation for schools from New York, Vermont,
New Hampshire, New Jersey, Rhode Island, Fennsylvania, and northeast Ohio, as well as by the
Ontario Federation for schools from Ontario, Canada.

This meet has become the largest high school-sponsored one in the U.S.A., last year

bringing together 138 schools from 6 states and Canada. We're making the following changes
that we hope will improve the meet:

1. Adding two Girls varsity races, one a third champlonshlp division, the other
an unseeded race for the weaker Girls varsities from all 3 divisions.

2. Adding a Girls jr. high race to relieve the crush at that level. (Last year's
jr. high race had 303 girls, making it the largest race of the meet.)

3. Changing the Boys jr. high "Fxtras'" race, which had only ribbons as awards. tn
a fourth Bovs ir. high division, with Techirte, naedals, ribhone & tezm plaque.

4. Changing the Boys 'Novice'" race back to a Sophomore race, open to all sopho-
mores, regardless of ability.

5. Dropping the Girls "Novice" race in favor of the Girls unseeded varsity race.

6. Increasing the distance for Boys Varsity "B'" (our designation for J.V.) and
sophomores to 3.0 miles, same as Varsity.

7. Changing the sequence of loops on our 3.0 course to avoid any problems with
stragglers. The distance will remain at exactly 3.0., and the existing course
records(14:43 and 18:22) will hold.

To accommodate these changes, we're moving the meet's starting time to 10:00, but our

format otherwise will be identical to last year's. Here are the details:

DATE: Saturday, October lst.

PLACE: Genesee Valley Park, on the soutPern fringe of the city.

COURSES: 3.0 miles for all races except jr. high.

1.5 miles for all jr. high.(Records: 7:47 and 8:40)
Both courses mostly grass, but spikes not advised because of some paved stretches.
Moderately hilly, 85-1007% visibility for spectators.

RACES: 6 Boys Varsity races.(3 divisicns by school size with seeded and unseeded races
in each division.)

4 Girls Varsity races. (3 divisions by school size, plus an unseeded race for

the weaker schools from all 3 divisions.)

3 Boys Varsity "B"(J.V.) races. One race for each division. These races are not

: for bovs who would normally be varsity scorers.

1 Boys Sophomote race. This is for any sophs who wish to compete at this level,
even if they would normally be varsity scorers, as wcll
as for &th & 9th graders who have lost their jr. high
eligibility by compet*ng in J.V. or varsity races.
