efforts by McQuaid
a threat at relays

McQuaid may not have the hurdlers
to beat Brooklyn Tech, the sprinters to
beat East or Syracuse Henninger, or
the weight men to beat Liverpool at the
21st annual Aquinas Relays. But the
Knights are the team to beat.

“They may not win many events, but
they’ll certainly score in quite a few of
the events,” said Aquinas Coach Tom
Gigliotti yesterday. Gigliotti, as meet
director, has access to each of the 40
high schools’ entries.

The largest field ever will take to the
University of Rochester’s Fauver Sta-
dium track at 11 o'clock Saturday
morning and McQuaid- has the best
“balance across the boards,” according
to Gigliotti.

Brooklyn Tech, a school represented
by individuals like 110-meter high
hurdler Dirk Morris (13.7 seconds) and
3,200 runner Miguel Matos (sub-9:20),
is defending champion. The Engineers
outdistanced runner-up Liverpocl of
Section 3 (Syracuse area) by 34 points
last year.

Morris and Liverpool shot putter J.d.
Grant (64 feet-11'2 inches) are national
class competitors. Grant, a junior, is the
defending state champion and junior
class recordholder. -

State class competitors like Clarence’s

- Dan Garrett in the 1,600 (4:15.2),
Lyons’ King Lewis in the iong jump
(22-4), East sprinter Ken Burke, R-H
hurdler Martin Ellis and Brooklyn
Tech’s Matos also will be featured.
Matos, though, will be challenged by

several strong local distance runners — -

like Rush-Henrietta's Joe Burke,
Greece Athena's Dan Fernandez,

o

Dansville’s Dave Redding and Pem- -
broke’s Jack Courtiney.

The 3,200 will be the day’s first run-
ning event, starting at 11:30 a.m. It is
one of three individuals events — along
with the pole vault and high jump —
which will be scored 8-6-4-3-2-1. The
long jump, shot put, discus, 440 shuttle
hurdle, distance medley, sprint medley,
400, 800, 1,600, 3,200 and 6,400 relays
will be scored 10-8-6-4-2-1.

McQuaid, which is top-ranked in the
Democrat and Chronicle Section 5
coaches poll, is one of six top 10 teams
scheduled to attend. Also entered are
No. 2 Penfield, No. 3 Rush-Henrietta,
No. 5 Aquinas, No. 9 Pittsford Mendon
and No. 10 Gates-Chili.

A team to watch, however, is East.
The Orientals are coming off a 75-72
victory over Aquinas and a first-place
finish in the His and Hers Invitational.

East’s only dual-meet loss came
against seventh-ranked Cardinal Moon-
ey, 78-70. It is 3-1 and in conten-
tion in the City-Catholic League Divi-
sion 1 race.

“East definitely is for real,” Gigliotti
said, adding that the Orientals’ 800
relay team will be among the favorites
Saturday. “McQuaid is top-heavy — no-
body’s going to touch them — but the
City-Catholic League has the best bal-
ance I've seen in nine years.”

Another City-Catholic League team,
Monroe, will be represented by a 1,600 -
relay team that ran a 3:23.9 last month
at the Penn Relays. i

remainied a unanimous No. 1 selection in the
final poll of Rochester area coaches.

McQuaid’s No. 1 ranking was not as clear cut.

" The Knights, who were 6-0 in dual meets and
won four invitationals during the regular season, -
earned 4%, first-place votes. R-H (7-1), which
suffered a single dual-meet loss earlier in the
season at Penfield, 82-59, received 2'% first-place *
votes.

“The big-decision,” said one panelist, “is how
do McQuaid and Rush-Henrietta match up. In a
dual meet they simply do not.”

McQuaid, which dominated its dual-meet com-
petition, scored in 12°of 17 events Saturday. R-H
placed in seven and nearly all of its points came
from DiGennaro (first in the long and triple
jumps), Martin Ellis (first in the 110- and 400-
meter hurdles) and Greg Ellis (second in both
hurdle events). .

“It just shows again,” one coach said, “that the °
sectionals are a power event. A team with great
balance can be beat by a team with one or two
outstanding individuals.” )

Fairport’s girls’ team also established that it
had some outstanding individuals — namely dis-

" cus and high jump champion Wendy Fee and

pentathlon titlist Liz Murphy — but there was
no question among area coaches that the Red
Raiders were No. 1. :

Titlebaum knew all season he had the best
team in Section 5, despite its No. 2 ranking
much of the regular season.
